Community Children’s Music Ministry

General Music Class

The Elementary General Music class meets on Wednesdays from 3:15-4pm and is open to students in 1st-5th grade.
Classes will be held in the Music Suite behind the steepled sanctuary of Point Washington UMC. Students do not
need any prior musical experience or knowledge to participate in this class. The General Music class will explore
basic concepts of beat and rhythm, age-appropriate music history, musical genre and style, and more. Feierabend’s
Conversational Solfege curriculum will be utilized during our class times for the purpose of teaching musical
literacy. Registration fee is $15 for the entire academic year.

Children’s Choir

The Children’s Choir meets on Wednesdays from 4-4:45pm and is open to students in 1-8th grade. Rehearsals will
be held in the Music Suite behind the steepled sanctuary of Point Washington UMC. Students do not need any prior
musical experience or knowledge to participate in this ensemble. Registration fee is $15 for the entire academic year.

Honor Choir

The Honor Choir meets on Mondays from 4-4:45pm and is open to students in 5-12th grade. Rehearsals will be held
in the Music Suite behind the steepled sanctuary of Point Washington UMC. Students do not need any prior musical
experience or knowledge to participate in this ensemble. The Honor Choir is an intermediate group that will have
focused, fast-paced rehearsals and will challenge students to navigate and read their choral sheet music, sing in 2-3
parts, and explore varied repertoire. Registration fee is $30 for the entire academic year.

“Mommy & Me” Toddler Music Class

This class is open to toddlers 1-3 years old to register along with a caregiver. 10 classes will be held
September-November, starting September 9, 2024. Music is powerful for everyone, but is especially important for
the youngest members of our community! Come sing, dance, and play with your little one for an enriching
30-minute weekly experience. This toddler music class will utilize Feierabend's "First Steps in Music for Infants and
Toddlers" as a primary resource for creating developmentally appropriate music content for young students.
"Mommy & Me" is open to adults of all genders to participate as a caregiver to the toddler student. A $100 fee is
due at the time of registration.

Solo Participation in Worship (w/ Pastor Darrin)

Students are welcome to participate in traditional or praise worship services as a solo or duet special music
performance. Parents/guardians should contact Pastor Darrin at (317) 364-1468 to set up a performance date and a
minimum of 3 rehearsals. Song selection can be chosen by Pastor Darrin or suggested by the student, but is up to
the final approval of Pastor Darrin. Rehearsal times are typically on Wednesdays from 3-4pm.

ATTENDANCE
The Music Academy at Point Washington seeks to uphold high standards of music education by using best-practice

instruction, challenging and encouraging students, and providing varied circumstances for them to practice and
perform their art. We believe that all students learn best with consistent practice and instruction. Lessons are held at
the same time and the same day of the week for an entire semester. Once the schedule is established, contact your
instructor and the academy director if you are having unforeseen issues with your scheduled time. We encourage you
to anticipate conflicts for each semester to ensure you have a time that works best for you.

e Ifa student needs to miss a lesson for whatever reason (sickness, schedule conflict, vacation, etc.), students
may take advantage of the scheduled group makeup lessons in either or both semesters. The student’s
absence from the lesson does not change monthly tuition. Life happens! These absences are expected and




are built into tuition costs so that there is not a change in monthly tuition for missed lessons. We encourage
you to notify the instructor as soon as possible.

e Ifan instructor has to cancel a lesson, the instructor will provide a time to reschedule that lesson within 30
days.

e Lessons on holidays (indicated in the schedule below) will have a scheduled alternate date. Your lesson will
be at the same time on the new day.

e Ifyou are sick or are experiencing symptoms (Covid-19, flu, cold, etc.), notify your instructor immediately
and we will NOT meet for a lesson for the safety of everyone. Students can take advantage of group lessons
at another time.
